WAYNE TEW RECEIVES DISTINGUISHED SERVICE AWARD 
FROM CREDIT UNION TRADE ASSOCIATION

Las Vegas, NV - Wayne Tew, recently retired president and CEO of Clark County Credit Union (CCCU), was among those honored at this year’s California and Nevada Credit Union Leagues’ REACH Conference.

 

Tew received the Leagues' Distinguished Service Award, which recognizes credit union professionals' service to the industry, particularly within the last three years. He was honored at the annual meeting and convention for the Ontario, CA-based trade association for the two states, held Nov. 4-6 at the JW Marriott Desert Springs in Palm Desert, CA.


 

Tew, who retired in late August 2015 after 29 years at the helm of CCCU, was recognized for his many accomplishments, including developing a program to prepare staff for leadership roles, and his involvement in political advocacy. In accepting his award, Tew said one of the things he was most proud of was hiring great people, and thanked some of those staffers who were in attendance. He added that when he’s asked what he liked about credit unions, he said it was that he could use his business skills “in a manner that still values altruistic motives.”

 

While at CCCU, Tew developed an advanced in-service program to help train and prepare staff members for future management roles, or to accomplish personal goals of their own. During the last few years, he helped several employees advance in their careers within the credit union, as well as helped place them with other institutions. His success stories include three former vice presidents who became CEOs in Missouri, Arizona, and Nevada, one who became a nationally recognized lending consultant, and others, who work in a variety of positions in the credit union industry.

 

Tew was actively involved in politics in Nevada, and at the federal level. Notably, he received the Advocate of the Year award from the California and Nevada Credit Union Leagues, twice in his career.

 

Tew served for the past two years as chairman of the Nevada Credit Union League, and more than ten years on the Board. He was on the Advisory Board of American Share Insurance for 12 years, served as president of the Fiserv Summit Information Systems Client Group board for six years, and is a certified chief executive from the Credit Union Executive Society.
